If selected, each com-
poser must provide a professional-quality studio CD recording of the work and pay a composer’s fee 
of $85/minute to cover production costs. Composers whose works have been represented on the SCI 
CD Series in the last five years are not eligible.  By submitting, the composer agrees to participate if 
their work is selected for inclusion.
